SOS is coming!

SOS is coming and | am so
thankful. It seems like my life goes
from one shag event to another. Mid-
Winter, Winter Workshop, Hall of Fame
Ceremony, Spring SOS, Grand Nationals, Richmond
CSA Contest, Summer Workshop, Boogie On The
James, Fall SOS, and so on....

SOS has to be the best vacation that | have ever had. |
wasn’t sure about it when | first started shagging.
Dinky Slaughter was telling me how wonderful it was
and how it was like going on vacation with 100 of your
friends. At the time, | found it hard to imagine 100
friends that | would want to go on vacation with. Times
have indeed changed!

Last year there were two issues that threatened SOS
as we knew it. Just before Spring SOS there was a lot
of talk about the police cracking down on open
containers on the streets and on the beach. While | still
think that is something to be cognizant of, | personally
did not notice a big change. The other issue was tents
on the beach.

There was a lot of talk just before fall SOS of the city
outlawing tents and canopies on the beach for safety
reasons. The problem was that people were setting up
multiple tents in a chain and it was blocking lifeguard’s
and safety personnel’s views of the beach and the
water. Luckily, our SOS board members went to work
meeting with the city and they were able to have the
item tabled until further study could be done. The SOS
board members convinced city officials to compromise
and not completely ban tents. The result is a new
policy on tents, canopies, and umbrellas.

The policy is below and | ask you to please read it and
make sure you understand it and comply with it. Those
who do not comply are subject to a $250 fine. Not a
good way to start or end a vacation. The next time that
you are at SOS, look for a lady named Helen Still.
Helen was the Chairman of the SOS board this past

year and her group was instrumental in convincing the city to
compromise. Please thank Helen and take a minute to talk
to her. She is a super nice person, volunteers her time to
make sure that the party we know and love happens, and
probably doesn’t get as many compliments as she should in
her position.

During their December 6, 2010 meeting, the North Myrtle Beach City
Council passed a new law governing the use of shading devices (tents,
canopies, umbrellas, etc.) on the beach in North Myrtle Beach.

The ordinance was necessary due to the increased use of tents and other
large shading devices on the beach, which sometimes block public safety
and emergency rescue personnel from gaining swift access to people in
trouble on the beach or in the water. The new law creates horizontal and
vertical pathways along the beach for safety and rescue personnel to use
in order to reach people in trouble more quickly.

The new law is a compromise between the desire to leave things as they
were and the desire to ban tents, canopies and other larger shading
devices from the beach. The City hopes that everyone will work together
to help make this positive compromise work during 2011 and beyond.
These are the highlights of the amended ordinance:

*No shading devices (tents, umbrellas, pavilions, canopies, etc.) may be
set up on the beach before 8am daily

*Shading devices must be removed from the beach by 7pm daily

*Shading devices left on the beach after 7pm will be collected by the City
and stored for up to 30 days. Owners can reclaim their tents during that
period but must pay a $40 fee, which goes to pay for the labor required to
collect, tag and store tents left on the beach after 7pm.

*Shading devices, other than umbrellas, must be located landward of
the City umbrella line or, if no City umbrella lines exists, the high tide
mark.

*All shading devices must be located 20-25 feet seaward of dune line.
This frees up a lane along the high tide beach for Rescue and Safety
vehicles to use in the event of an emergency.

*No shading device may be larger than 12 feet x 12 feet or a total 144
square feet

*No shading device may be higher than 9-feet installed

*Shading devices may not be joined together in any manner

*Shading devices, other than umbrellas, must be placed at a minimum
of 10 feet from any other shading device

*Shading devices may not be placed within 10 feet of any lifeguard stand

*Anchoring lines, if used, may not extend beyond the perimeter of the
shading device
Violation of the ordinance is punishable by a $250 fine.
